The PFT is not to be done yet prioir to CT biopsy because three uis nothing to resecvt in a CT biopsry

The PET scan  detects is nodule has its independent life, malignant, but it does not tell us what type of cancer it is – and treatment will depend on its type. Whether surgery  will help or not.

As for the VATS, this will come later if surgery becomes an option. If cancer type is Scca, no surgery is considered and therefore chemotx becomes necessary

PS: The US Medicare health system I believe is different from the local, and the at  the premium we pay is a miniscule , compared to how they were paid there. In my opinion, getting all those tests have to be cleared with the local attending before jumping into what  the other MDs in the other part of  the world will say.
